ABSTRACT

In order to find the relationship between the accentuations of personality traits identified by K. Leonhard and per-
sonality disorders, 90 students of the 4th and 5th courses of two different universities of Novosibirsk (Novosibirsk State
Medical University — 45 people, 1st group and Siberian Transport University — 45 people, 2nd group) were examined
for 20 men and 25 women in each group at the age from 23 to 26 years. It was found that certain relationships between
the accentuations of personality traits and personality disorders exist, and narcissistic tendencies are manifested in all
the accentuations revealed in the respondents. In addition, it was determined that medical students are render liable to
personal disorders than railway students.

INTRODUCTION

Personality disorder is defined as any persistent
characterological disorder that impedes of adapta-
tion [1]. In the American Psychiatric Association
DSM-V-TR handbook for the diagnosis of psychiat-
ric disorders of 2013, personality disorder is inter-
preted as «a long pattern of inner experience and
behavior that clearly different from the expected cul-
ture of the individual, permeates it, does not show
flexibility, has its origin in adolescence or early adult

period, shows stability for a long time and leads to
distress or disorder» [2].

The accentuation of personality traits is a high
degree of expression of individual traits of character
and their combinations, representing the extreme
variant of the norm, bordering on psychopathy [3].
It is known that the accentuation of personality
traits is a nonpathological part of the personality.
In turn, some manifestations of personality disor-
ders are not so bright that they can be equated with
accentuation. It is important to remember that ac-
cording to N. McWilliams [4], personality disorders
are between mental disorders of the nonpsychotic
and psychotic level.

Personality disorders are formed mainly due to
the influence of socialization processes on the per-
sonality characterological features of patients. More-
over, patients with such deviations often go to coun-
selling [5]. The rationale of personality disorders in
psychiatry is caused by the insufficient knowledge of
this issue in Russia, the influence of the traditional
concept of «psychopathies» and weak attention to
the psychosocial aspect in psychiatry, as well as the
problem of «double diagnosis». The idea of finding
the relationship between the accentuations of per-
sonality traits and personality disorders come up of
the «spectra problem» in psychiatry. We have not
found any literature on the relationship between ac-
centuations and personality disorders.

AIM OF THE RESEARCH

To establish the presence or absence of a rela-
tionship between the accentuation of personality
traits identified by K. Leonhard and personality dis-
orders.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

A Leonhard’s test on the accentuations of per-
sonality traits in the modification of G. Shmishek
(hereunder referred to the test by Leonhard —
Shmishek) and the test of personality disorders by
V.P. Dvorschenko were used in the research. The
results of the Dvorschenko’s test on each disorder
were taken into account, starting at a level above
the half of the permissible norm. It was regarded as
«the indirect possibility of presence a correspond-
ing personal accentuation» [1]. Such results were
called «trends», which included both the values of
personality disorders and Dvorschenko’s accentua-
tions. For performing the Leonhard — Shmishek’s
test we used the accentuation results, starting from
18 points inclusively, which corresponds to the aver-
age degree of expression of the property.

The study involved 90 students of the 4th and
5th courses of two universities of Novosibirsk (No-
vosibirsk State Medical University — 45 people, 1st
group and Siberian Transport University — 45 peo-
ple, 2nd group) were examined for 20 men and 25
women in each group at the age from 23 to 26 years.

The study was performed in 2 stages: at the first
stage it was established the prevalence of accentua-
tions among the experimental subjects; at the sec-
ond stage (having the results on the Dvorschenko’s
test) it was revealed their prevalence among accen-
tuations.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

J. Oldham and L. Morris [6] proposed a classifi-
cation of normal individuals, identifying 14 types. It
gives us informationin that for each «normal» type
there is a «pathological» one, which corresponds
to the personality disorder. If the individual type
of a person is a combination of all 14 types, then by
this analogy it is possible to admit the presence of a
«mixed» (according to T. Widiger) personality dis-
order.

At the first stage of the research (Leongard —
Shmishek’s test) we obtained the following results: a
demonstrative accentuation was revealed in 22 % of
all respondents; sticking accentuation was in 15 %;
pedantic accentuation was in 11 %; anxious accentu-
ation was in 15 %; excitable accentuation was in 19 %;
cyclothymic accentuation was in 22 %; emotional
accentuation was in 33 % of respondents. Two fea-
tures were also revealed: no dysthymic accentuation
was available for all respondents and cyclothymic
accentuation was found only in a group of medical
students.

The following results were obtained at the sec-
ond stage (Dvorschenko’s testing):

1) persons with narcissistic, paranoid and his-
trionic tendencies were identified in the structure
of demonstrative accentuation in 66.7 %; in 50 % —
with anxious tendencies;

2) 50 % of people with narcissistic, dissocial,
schizoid, boundary and dysthymic tendencies were
in the structure of a sticking accentuation;

3) 66.7 % of persons with narcissistic tenden-
cies were in the structure of a pedantic accentuation;

4) 75 % of persons with anancastic, narcissis-
tic, boundary tendencies were in the structure of
boundary accentuation, and in 50 % — persons with
histrionic, dependent, schizoid, passive-aggressive,
dysthymic, anxious tendencies;

5) 80 % of persons with boundary and histri-
onic tendencies were identified in the structure of
excitable accentuation, and 60 % — persons with
narcissistic, boundary, anancast, passive-aggressive
tendencies;

6) 66.7 % of persons with anxious and anancast
tendencies were identified in the structure of the
cyclothymic accentuation, in 83 % — persons with
boundary and histrionic tendencies, in 100 % —
with narcissistic tendencies;

7) 66.7 % of persons with histrionic and 55.6 %
persons with narcissistic tendencies were identified
in the structure of emotional accentuation.

We note that the actual personality disorders
were detected in both groups. 7.4 % of all students
had anancastic personality disorder; 3.7 % of all stu-
dents had anxious personality disorder; 14.8 % of all
students had the paranoid personality disorder; 7.4 %
of all students had passive-aggressive personality
disorder; 3.7 % of all students had narcissistic per-
sonality disorder; 3.7 % of respondents had depen-
dent personality disorder. Other types of personality
disorders were not documented in this study.

The results of the Dvorschenko’s test showed
that students of the 1st group are more prone to per-
sonal disorders and when comparing two groups the
medical students increase 43 % of personal disor-
ders.

The study revealed that there is a certain re-
lationship between accentuations and personality
disorders. Respondents, having certain accentua-
tions, have at least half of the cases of a psychotic
accentuation or personality disorder. The research
showed the features of character and behavior of re-
spondents with psychotic tendencies: for example,
persons with anancastic, narcissistic and boundary
personality disorders are anxious. Persons with nar-
cissistic, paranoid and hysterical personality disor-
ders are demonstrative and cyclothymic. Narcissis-
tic tendencies appear in all accentuations and this
issue deserves further study, especially in the post-
modern world with the phenomenon of increasing
narcissisation [7, 8] of society. In addition, it was
found that students of the 1st group are more prone
to personality disorders and cyclothymic accentua-
tion is characteristic only of their group.
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
